This season marks the bicentenary of the birth of Robert Schumann, one of the best known 
romantic composers of the 19th century. This is a unique opportunity to hear one of  
Schumann's best known works, meticulously and beautifully arranged for guitar and voice. 
 
Dichterliebe "The Poets Love" was composed in 1840 and marked the end of the composer's 
lengthy and troubled courtship with pianist Clara Wieck and the beginning of their married life. 
The song cycle tells of Schumann's own estrangement from Clara, the hurt incurred by this and 
their eventual reunion. Self-indulgent emotion, sharp self-criticism and deflating irony,  
Dichterliebe is a powerful unfolding of emotion, tension, conflict and resolution! 
 
Kevin Kyle graduated from Huddersfield University and the Royal Academy of Music, London, 
where he studied on the renowned Opera Course, winning numerous awards and prizes. Upon 
graduating he was a finalist in the 2004 Handel Singing Competition and made his Proms de-
but in 2005. Incorporating performances around the UK and Europe, Kevin also performs regu-
larly on BBC Radio 3 and Classic FM and has recorded for Sony BMG and BBC Television.  
 
Carl Herring is the leading British guitarist of his generation. He graduated from the Royal 
Academy of Music, has since rapidly built up a flourishing international career, and his re-
cordings have been received with great critical acclaim.
