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Sheffield is England’s fourth largest city and home to over 
45,000 students at its two universities. It is conveniently 
located at the ‘heart of England’ and has excellent transport 
links to other parts of the country.

Sheffield is one of the safest cities in the UK, according to 
recent crime figures. It is also geared to student budgets – 
recent research by the Royal Bank of Scotland found that 
Sheffield has the lowest student cost of living in England 
among the 21 university cities surveyed.

Attractions include many bars, clubs and cinemas, as well 
as more esoteric pastimes such as several indoor rock 
climbing walls and artificial ski slopes. The Magna Centre in 
neighbouring Rotherham won the RIBA prize for building of 
the year in 2002 and the Showroom cinema was voted best 
independent cinema in the UK in a Guardian poll. Sheffield 
also has two top-class theatres, the Crucible and the Lyceum.

The city centre is undergoing extensive improvement as part 
of the ‘Heart of the City’ project. This includes the Millennium 
Galleries, the Winter Garden and the award-winning Peace 
Gardens. The Devonshire Quarter, 10 minutes’ walk from 
the University, houses some of the city’s most interesting 
independent shops and major new housing, shopping and 
leisure projects are being created there. 

South Yorkshire has been designated as a European 
Union ‘Objective 1’ area, stimulating huge investment in 
the subregion. All this activity, both in Sheffield and in the 
surrounding area of South Yorkshire and North Derbyshire, 

makes the region a fascinating location for studying cities and 
urban issues.

Sheffield lies next to the Peak District National Park, one 
of the UK’s most scenic areas. Rock climbing, hang gliding, 
walking, cycling, and many other activities take place here. 
There are frequent bus and rail services direct from the city 
centre to the heart of the Peak Park.

Accommodation
We reserve some accommodation specifically for 
postgraduate students in University halls of residence and 
self-catering flats, which are located in attractive suburbs 
about a mile from the main campus. There is also a large 
selection of privately-owned rented accommodation 
in the city.
