Green city

Winter Garden
Surrey Street

Open daily 8am—-6pm
Admission free

The largest temperate glasshouée
in any European city is home to
more than 2,000 plants from
around the world, many of which
wouldn't look out of place in
Jurassic Park. The building is-an
architectural spectacle in its own
right. It's connected to the
Millennium Galleries by the
gallery shop,and the Surrey
Street entrance overlooks the
Sheffield Theatres complex.
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Peace Gardens
Pinstone Street
Open 24 hours.
Admission free.

A city-centre oasis for office
workers, shoppers, students and
families, with some interesting
features, including the Bochum
Bell, donated by our German twin
city, and a memorial in Welsh
slate to the Sheffield men who
fought fascism in the Spanish Civil
War. From Pinstone Street, walk
through the square towards the
mirrored-orb sculptures and
you'll find yourself at the
alternative entrance to the
Winter Garden.

The Botanical Gardens
Clarkehouse Road

Another prime example of what
Sheffield does effortlessly, that is
to maintain more attractive,
green, public spaces than any
other city in the UK.

Opened in 1836 and recently
restored to their former glory
with support from the Heritage
Lottery fund, the 19-acre gardens
are a short walk from campus.
The Grade Il listed glass pavilions
are some of the earliest of their
kind ever built. The gardens were
the concept of Robert Marnock,
who clearly knew a good picnic
spot when he saw one. Marnock
later designed the gardens of the
Royal Botanic Society in London’s
Regent’s Park.



Go out

Division Street and West Street
Ten minutes’ walk from campus.

Romantic city
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"Roger McGough’s love poem to
Sheffield, unveiled in the Winter
Garden on Valentine’s Day 2006,
evoked something we have always
known in our hearts: that this
could be the most romantic city
in the world. Take a moonlit boat
ride along the canal from Victoria
Quays, put Richard Hawley in the
CD player, and forget Paris.

Campus landmarks

Firth Court

(map ref D3 105)

Opened by King Edward VIl in
1905, and named after local steel
magnate Mark Firth. Back then,
this imposing building housed all
the University’s departments
except those in the Faculty of
Engineering. Today it's occupied
by just two — Molecular Biology
and Biotechnology and
Biomedical Science.

Arts Tower

(map ref D2104)

This 22-storey Grade l-listed
colossus was opened at the
height of the swinging sixties by
the Queen Mother and
represents an era of dizzying
expansion for higher education in
the UK. Visitors to the School of
Architecture will note the tower’s

glass and aluminium curtain walls.

Prospective philosophy students
may discuss the nature of the
famous Paternoster lift, a marvel
of engineering and one of the few
working examples of its kind
anywhere.

The Edgar Allen Building

(map ref C3106)

Opened in 1909 by the Prince of
Wales, later King George V. By the
19508, this unique octagonal red-
brick and sandstone building was
too small for the ever-expanding
University. The modern,
altogether rectangular Main
Library (map ref D2103), was
opened in 1959 by eminent man of
letters TS Eliot. Now a Grade Il
listed building, it’s a striking
example of what at the time was
considered daring cutting-edge
design.



Sir Frederick Mappin Building
(map ref H2 170)

Opened in 1904, extended in 1913,
and now home to the
departments of Mechanical
Engineering and Electronic and
Electrical Engineering. Worth
seeing are the John Carr library
and Mappin Hall. Sir Frederick
was a prominent Sheffield cutler,
a steel manufacturer and Liberal
MP for the Hallamshire ward.

Sir Robert Hadfield Building
(map ref H3 172)

The 13-storey home of the
Department of Engineering
Materials is named after another
local steel pioneer who was
himself the son of a local steel
pioneer. Opened in 1965, the
building houses a 1,000-ton press,
state-of-the-art furnaces and the
nationally recognised Turner glass
museum. After taking over his
father’s steel casting empire,
Hadfield went on to become one
of the world’s leading
metallurgists and invented
manganese steel.

IGOSS Building

(map ref G3197)

Winner of a national award, in
2006, for sustainable design, the
Informatics Collaboratory of the
Social Sciences is the first large-
scale facility of its kind in the UK.
The five-storey building
accommodates up to 100
researchers in fields such as
criminology and health and social
care. Their work informs social
policy at regional, national and
European levels.

Bioincubator

(map ref F3183)

Opened in 2005, this £6.9 million
centre provides cutting-edge lab
and office space designed to help
new bioscience companies
develop and prosper in the city.

St George’s Church

(map ref G3164)

The church was converted by the
University in 1994 to provide a
lecture theatre and self-catering
accommodation for 50 students.

The Union of Students building
(map ref D3 120)

Notable for its imaginative
combination of red brick, glass
panelling and exposed steel
support structures. What
registers more immediately with
visitors is that the place is
absolutely brilliant. It has a 400-
seat cinema, the WorkSpace for
student clubs and societies,
numerous bars and catering
outlets, and two live music venues
— Fusion and Foundry. Its
neighbour is the red brick Graves
Building (same map ref), the
original Union premises, now
home to the Interval Bar.

The Goodwin Sports Centre
(map ref A2 30)

The centre has undergone a
major redevelopment
programme and its facilities are
now among the best in the UK for
student sport. You too could
undergo a redevelopment
programme in the 150-station
fitness centre. There are three
floodlit synthetic turf pitches,
an indoor swimming pool,

a multipurpose sports hall and
The Matrix bouldering wall.

The Octagon Centre

(map ref D3 118)

If these eight walls could talk,
they might regale us with tales
of motor shows, art exhibitions,
fashion extravaganzas, US
Senator Al Gore’s recent address
on climate change, and a 24-hour
marathon production of Bugsy
Malone.



The Drama Studio

(map ref C4 74)

It's alleged that former student,
comedian and actor Eddie Izzard
spent more time here than he did
in lectures. The Glossop Road
Baptist Church was opened in 1871
and converted into a theatre in
1970. It is now a 200-seat venue,
with rehearsal and pre-
production facilities, staging over
50 productions and concerts
every year. The Studio is for the
recreation and benefit of all
students, staff and community
groups. Everyone has the chance
to get involved and gain
experience in a professional
theatre environment — though we
don't recommend you miss any
lectures.

The Information Commons
(map ref E3 133)

Since the Middle Ages the word
‘commons’ has described a
shared resource. It's an old word,
then, but this is a new kind of
building, where staff and students
can read, study and relax. It has
100,000 books, over 500 PCs and
wireless coverage throughout.

It also has a number of features
designed to reduce its
environmental impact, including a
rainwater recycling system and
motion sensors that activate
lighting only when an area is in
use.

(map ref D3 119)
